2015: This was the fourth year of the severe drought in California. The dry weather
resulted in an earlier harvest, by almost three weeks. Yields were impacted by the
weather, which stressed bud break resulting in fewer clusters on each vine. While yields
were lower than vintages '13 and '14, the caliber of the fruit was just as remarkable.
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
